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FEMINIZED LABOUR AND SOCIAL
REPRODUCTION IN BULE/ARI/A

WORKSHOP 1

In this workshop we will discuss both the current struggles of womxn in Bulgaria for better
working and living conditions and the possibility of closer cooperation on such issues between
feminist organisations and trade unions in the country and transnationally.

In Bulgaria, the popular saying goes, all is well with the situation of womxn in the labor
market - womxn work, are paid the same as men, and there are even many womxn in senior
management positions. Beneath this surface, however, lie dozens of unresolved problems
and deepening conflicts. For example, highly feminized sectors such as care work, textiles
and services are also some of the worst paid and with the worst working conditions, and
poverty in Bulgaria among women is higher than among men. Teachers’ strikes and protests
in 2007, seamstresses’ in 2010, nurses’ since 2019 and the current protests by employees in the
National Healthcare Fund in the summer of 2022 are a few examples of the struggles waged
over the years in sectors with low pay and mass female employment.

Most often, womxn are also expected to take on the so-called “double shift” - i.e. unpaid
care work for and domestic work at home. This process is reinforced by the breakdown of
the welfare state: when there are no kindergartens, women have to do more childcare; when
state social care for the elderly and sick is poorly funded and inadequate, womxn take on this
work within their households. The protests on International Women’s Day on 8 March and
International Day for the Elimination of Violence against Women on 25 November in the last
few years have actively tried to draw attention to care work, but also to women’s economic
and labour situation.

These processes were painfully exacerbated during the pandemic, when it was mostly womxn
who worked as essential workers — nurses, carers, teachers, social workers, shop assistants,
etc. The pandemic left womxn in Bulgaria poorer and the country’s health and social systems
in an even more deplorable situation. Today, high inflation, unaffordable prices for transport,
food and soon heating are hitting everyone, but especially the poorer in society, while
increases in defense budgets will be offset by cuts in funding for hospitals, schools and care
homes. All these developments are not only taking place in Bulgaria, but are global, and the
experience of feminists and trade unionists in similar struggles outside Bulgaria can inspire
those at home.

How can organisations and people working on feminist and labour issues join forces to fight
for better working conditions in feminised sectors? Could the experiences of struggles of
feminists and workers from other countries in Eastern Europe and beyond (with a special
focus on migrant women’s labour struggles) be useful for organising these struggles in
Bulgaria? These are just some of the questions we will discuss during the workshop.



EU ENLAREGEMENT, WAGE POLITICS AND

The workshop aims at discussing the possibility of transnational communication and
organization of workers through and beyond the institutional borders of the EU, by considering
both the process of EU enlargement and the wage and labor regulation policies introduced
by the EU such as the minimum wage directive. Ever since the EU “Eastern” enlargement
started, people in Central and Eastern European countries have hoped or even assumed that
membership in the EU instantly guarantees economic and social success just by harmonizing
laws and reforms with the EU directives. The effects of these juristical synchronisations have
shown rather ambiguous results, while workers from these countries continue to be heavily
exploited and mistreated both at home and within the borders of the EU when they migrate
towards richer countries in the Union. Recently, membership in the EU is on the agenda
again with Ukraine applying during the war and Moldova and Georgia following suit. The EU
granted Moldova and Ukraine candidate status while deferring the candidacy of Georgia. At
the same time when Georgia chartered a “Western” course towards the EU and NATO, it did
so by completely destroying labor legislation and protection, health and safety, and essential
social protection. We see Ukraine’s recent laws aimed at the similar undermining of labor laws
as the Georgia example - enacted with the help of the UK government. While the people of
these countries see in the EU a new and different battlefield to obtain better wages and welfare
protections, the ruling class aims to exploit the new political and economic links guaranteed
by the EU. There is the proliferation that perpetuates the idea that only through technocratic
implementation of EU directives can any change or concessions from the government be made
for the benefit of workers, circumventing the need for worker mobilization or participation.
At the same time, the EU directive for minimum wage, while feeding workers’ expectations
of improvement of their conditions, risks reinforcing the hierarchies of exploitation in the
EU and beyond. This workshop wants to investigate the role theEU is playing and has played
in both current members, aspiring members and even former members such as the UK in
shaping both reforms and expectations. Do workers really need the EU because they have no
power to force concessions from the ruling class? Will the EU automatically give (has it ever
given?) a social welfare state with strong unions and labor rights to aspiring members? Can
the European minimum wage become a field of struggle, against the attempt of using it to
divide workers on a national base?

This workshop explores a series of key critical frameworks and struggles for housing justice
as developed by the radical housing movement in Romania. By looking at activities of the
Common Front for the Right to Housing (FCDL, Bucharest) and Social Housing NOW! (Casi
Sociale ACUM!, Cluj), we will present both analytical concepts and practices that have shaped
the intersectional profile of the local housing justice movement.

Anchored in local and regional histories, our groups have developed critical approaches
towards restitutions, financialization and gentrification and have identified racial and class
dispossession at the heart of evictions in Romania. With an anti-capitalist, feminist and anti-
racist approach, the movement has relied on direct action, community organizing, political
art and activist research to build its politics and agenda for the past 12 years.

Based on our activist and research experience, we are bringing several concepts and practices
to our Central and Eastern European comrades with the purpose of strengthening regional
transnational solidarity and organising for housing justice and beyond.

ASSEMBLY: SOCIAL REPRODUCTION

For decades Central and Eastern Europe (CEE) has been a terrain for transformations and
struggles marked by transnational processes which, in turn, are constantly reshaping the
living and working conditions of everyone, but especially of women, LGBTQIA+ people and
migrants. The transition to capitalism left public systems such as healthcare, education,
affordable housing and social welfare underfunded, thus shifting a huge amount of the care
and reproductive labour on the shoulders of women. Global conservative waves and the
hardening of the patriarchal regime led to a huge increase in violence, femicides and attacks
on basic reproductive rights and freedoms such as the draconian bans on abortions in Poland,
the anti-LGBTQJIA+ legislations in Hungary, Slovakia, Romania and Bulgaria, the storm
against the Istanbul convention in the whole region. The racist hierarchies and exploitative
divisions within the EU created conditions in which workers, often women, from CEE are
forced to migrate towards other parts of Europe and work under miserable conditions mostly
in the care, agricultural and the service sectors. The COVID-19 pandemic visibilized and
exacerbated to the extreme these conditions and created even more contradictions by calling
the labour performed mostly by women and migrants “essential” for the maintenance of
society, yet refusing to acknowledge the right of these “essential workers” to decent lives and
working conditions.

Now the warin Ukraineis accelerating even more the patriarchal, capitalist and racist backlash
against women, LGBTQ]I+ people, workers and migrants. In Ukraine, rape is being employed
as a weapon, while the war is enforcing gendered and racist hierarchies and will be used by
institutions as an opportunity for a neoliberal post-war reconstruction. Outside of Ukraine,
refugees from the war, mostly women, are subject to patriarchal attacks and are being forced
to accept unbearable working conditions to survive. At the same time, military expenses,
both in Ukraine and in other EU countries, are paid by cutting social welfare funding, which
again increases the labour burden on women, while inflation and higher prices for food, gas
and rents fundamentally challenge our abilities to make ends meet.

None of the described developments are unique to CEE and the war - directly or indirectly -
is affecting everyone, yet starting our analysis from this region and going beyond its borders
help us better navigate this complex situation. Thus, amidst these social and political turmoils
that the war and other crises bring, as feminists it is urgent to face and discuss the following:

How are our conditions of living and struggling on the terrain of social reproduction affected
by the intersections of these crises?

If capitalist, patriarchal and racist regimes create divisions across societies and between
regions, how can we go beyond these national and regional divisions and build new capacities
for transnational feminist struggles?

How to organize our political response on the terrain of social reproduction within the new
war context and against the ongoing other crises?

This Assembly organized by E.A.S.T. will be a moment to discuss all these questions with the
further aim of strengthening our transnational connections and forging tools for political
communication, struggle and strike on the terrain of social reproduction across the borders.



WORKSHOPR 4 TURNING SOGIAL

REPRODUCTION UPSIDE DOWINE:
CRISES, PATRIARCHAL VIOLENCE AND
TRANSNATIONAL STRUGGLES

WORKSHOP 4

Over the past two years, the network EAST has united women, LGBTQIA+ people, workers
and migrant people from Central and Eastern Europe, in bordering countries and beyond in a
common fight against patriarchal domination, racism and exploitation. During the pandemic,
the struggles of women, especially migrants, working in essential sectors have challenged
the intensification of structural violence in all its forms. We mobilized for the essential strike
of March 8th, against Turkey’s withdrawal from the Istanbul convention - giving voice to
all those who refuse Erdogan’s message of subordination directed towards all women and
LGBTQI people -, against the abortion ban in Poland, and against the war in Ukraine and its
effects in terms of militarization, impoverishment and extremization of violence. We urged to
reinvent the feminist strike to respond to the ways in which new crises and now the outbreak
of the war change the possibilities of our feminist and anti-patriarchal struggles. How do we
resist conservative and far-right attacks on women and LGBTQJIA+ people? What strategies do
we employ to counter their discourses? How are rising prices, inflation and migration politics
changing working and living conditions for millions of women and LGBTQIA+? How can the
struggles emerged during the pandemic around the essential and devalued labor of women
be fostered in addressing the effects of war and overlapping crises? How can we adress the
intersection of the global effects of the pandemic, climate change, economic development
and wars with the anti-abortion legislations, the increase in patriarchal violence and the
attacks on LGBTQIA+ sexual freedom? Is the war ushering in a renewed patriarchal backlash
or is it only worsening the already existing crises in social reproduction? This workshop
aims at discussing these questions and how these transformations are affecting struggles
in social reproduction, aiming at shaping discursive and practical tools to fight and organize
transnationally for a feminist politics of peace.




WORKSEHOPR &: MIGRANT STRUGELES
ACGAINST EXPLOMATION, RACISM, AND
PATRIARCGHAL VIOLENCE IN THE WAR
CONTEXT

WORKSHOP 5

Migrants’ movements and struggle for freedom against the border regime and institutional
racism are deeply impacting national and EU policies. The selective closure of borders during
the pandemic has disrupted migrants’ journeys and prompted migrants to find new strategies
of mobility. At the same time, the continuous need of migrants’ essential labor in logistics,
care, agriculture and other sectors, is pushing governments and employers to recruit migrants
despite the limitation of mobility. Now the war in Ukraine and its wider consequences have
brought to the light the political use of asylum and the arbitrary management of migration
policies. To the millions of Ukrainians refugees, mainly women, national governments
and the EU responded with temporary measures and the creation of new hierarchies. The
war in Ukraine has also brought to light another war, waged for years by the EU and state
governments against migrants: in countries like Poland, Hungary, Greece, Turkey and the UK
the borders continue to be militarized; governments are rejecting black and Asian refugees
or attempting to send them to third countries; the EU continues to externalize its borders
by making deals with countries such as Turkey or Libya, promoting an increase of violence,
and enforces border militarization and securitization in the Balkans, also as conditions for
future membership; the terrible conditions of reception are faced with protests in the camps
of Greece or Italy. As during the pandemic, this war against migrants goes together with
new projects to attract and hire migrant workers. We witness a clash over mobility where
migrants use it as part of their struggle for a better and safer life, while governments and
employers seek to mobilize labor for the sake of profits and production. Migrant women are
at the center of these processes and, resisting everyday while inventing everyday resistance,
are also searching for new forms of struggle. In recent years we have been fighting taking
side with migrants against all of this. In this context, it is urgent to give space to the different
conditions and struggles carried out by migrants; to offer a space to build a collective force and
break the isolation imposed by arbitrary divisions and hierarchies; to show the links between
military, patriarchal and racist violence and the impact of the war on the migrants’ lives and
to define the possibilities of collective struggles. In the belief that fighting for freedom of
movement and the freedom of migrants is part of our struggle for a transnational politics of
peace, this workshop will be organized along three main axes:

Migrant work, labor and social reproduction: how has migrant labor changed in your contexts
with the pandemic first, and the war later, also considering the relation also considering the
relation between, on the one hand, the need oflabor and of productivity of the UE, on the other,
the filters imposed by its border regime? How are the service and care sectors exploiting the
arrival of Ukrainian refugees?

Border regime: how are the militarization of borders, the securitization of daily life, the
multiplication of border controls and pushbacks affecting reception policies and the asylum
system? Which criteria, with special attention to women, are used to favor or prevent the legal
entry in EU countries?

Institutional racism, exploitation and patriarchal violence: how is institutional racism (i.e.
the constant blackmail of residence permits, refugee status, recruitment strategies, etc.)
interacting with violence against migrant women and the structural patriarchal violence
of this society? How does this intertwine with dynamics of exploitation? How has the war
impacted on these conditions and dynamics?



RKSHOP 6

AN INTERNATIONAL CYCLE OF STRUGELES
OF REALTH= AND CARE-WORKERS?

The pandemic has aggravated pressures on the health sector globally and we can see
an increase of struggles by health workers against under-staffing, low wages and
hospital closures. The pandemic has also uncovered the reality of essential labor in social
reproduction, mainly carried out by women and migrant women from Eastern Europe
and beyond in particular, which is so much needed as it is exploited and undervalued. As
capital and the state cannot easily re-locate health- and care-work to low-wage regions,
labour migration of health- and care-workers plays an important role. Hospitals so
much as homes have become melting pots of a global workforce. This workshop prom

oted by Angry Workers (UK) to share the work they have been doing as a small network
of fellow health workers in the UK and look at current disputes, will be participated by
health and care-workers from different regions discussing their current struggles and the
particular role of health- and care-workers in a wider class movement, the chance to connect
with feminist struggles against the patriarchal organization of society and in the context of a
struggle for a fundamental change of society

CLIMATE CLASS CONFLICT [N THE GREEN
TRANSITION

WORKSHOP /

With this workshop we aim to discuss how the green transition is impacting the living and working
conditions of millions of people, how it is producing tensions, divisions, and hierarchies on a transnational
level, and how to confront the task of organizing against the impending climate and social catastrophe
delivered by national governments, capital, and the European Union..

In fact, the social and economic consequences of the climate chaos have driven in the last years the
growth of movements demanding climate justice. The mobilizations during the Cop26 in Glasgow
have shown the strength of a movement that brings together activists from across the globe pointing
at new possible connections with the labour movement. Then, moved by the urgency to share visions
and common political initiatives against the climate crisis, in the following months the TSS Platform has
hosted a series of meeting on climate class conflict together with unionists and activists from several
countries around Europe. With those meetings we wanted to oppose the fabricated opposition between
both workers and climate activists, and Western and Eastern countries to highlight the multilayered
ways in which the green transition impacts the lives and working conditions of millions of people by
making profits out of the crisis. So, even before the war started it was already clear that national and
supranational plans for post-pandemic recovery and green transition were part of a neoliberal agenda to
reconstruct both the industrial, and the energy sector. In this sense, the recent EU energy plans and the
sanctions on Russia signal that the politics of transition is enmeshed with conflicts at gunpoint, that it is
part of a wider strategy to ensure a new regime of production and social reproduction by dealing with
the new world scenario opened by Putin’s invasion. Privatizations, inflation, reskilling and upskilling,
extension of the single market to continue the longstanding process of integration of Eastern countries in
the EU are the main points of the ongoing green transition, while it is clear that climate collapse won’t be
avoided thanks to these measures. We need to organize against the devastating effects of the neoliberal
green transition, we have to turn the green transition into a field of struggle!

Weinvite activists, workers, collectives,and unionists to take part in this moment of discussion happening
in Sofia; we need to find together a way to challenge the climate of inevitability that is looming upon us.
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PERMANENT ASSEMBLY AGAINST THIE WARS
THE CHALLENEGES OF A TRANSNATIONAL
POLITICS OF PEACE

Right after the Russian invasion of Ukraine, the Transnational Social Strike Platform
launched the Permanent Assembly against the War, a space where workers and migrants,
women and Igbtqi+ people, unions, feminist and antiracist activists come together, organize
and discuss how to oppose the politics of war and to address the different ways in which it
affects our capacity to struggle and to build transnational connections, in the present and
in the future. Now it is finally possible to see in the face what the Permanent Assembly has
defined as the ongoing Third World War, grown from the international instability of the last
decades, in war zones far away from the Western stage. Not only death and devastation, but
also growing militarization, nuclear threats, the hiding of social conflicts behind fabricated
national homogeneity, energy and food crisis, the reshaping of supply chains along political
convenience and the attempt to govern financial and industrial accumulation through
political alliances, are the corollaries of this. Far from being confined in Ukraine, these effects
are involving the whole world. Sacrifices from workers and migrants are demanded because
the war situation reshuffles governments’ priorities. The overall conditions of our political
initiatives have been transformed by this politics of war in ways that are still difficult to
grasp in their full extent, our local contexts have turned out to be irremediably hit by these
transnational transformations. This calls us to come together in a transnational project and
build a common strategy. The Permanent Assembly against the War has released a Manifesto
for a Transnational Politics of Peace that outlines this strategy. The goal of the manifesto is to
indicate the main points of a politics of peace that is not simply an anti-war or pacifist stance,
but recognizestheinterlacement between war and exploitation oflabour and the environment,
racism and patriarchal violence. The transnational politics of peace does not stand with this
or that power, but on the side of those who suffer from the war, those who oppose its deadly
command and struggle every day not to be killed, exploited, oppressed, in Ukraine, in Russia
and elsewhere. In this plenary, the points of the manifesto will be presented and discussed to
build together a transnational initiative against the warlike normality in which we live and
to get prepared to face the upcoming tensions that will hit the European and transnational
space in the next future.

WORKSHOP 9

This workshop provides an opportunity to enhance your technical equipment by learning
about FPAR. It is also an immersive experience with FPAR in action and an intervention in the
global system related to the hospitality towards and the belonging of women migrant workers.
Participants will have the opportunity to learn through examples from GAATW’s latest FPAR,
to experiment with and practice the approach, and to boost efforts at self-organising within
and across movements.

FPAR is a very specific approach to bringing about change and studying it through feminist
lences as it unfolds. The focus is on the most challenging societal problems experienced by
women and more widely by disadvantaged and oppressed groups. The purpose of research
in this paradigm is uncovering meanings that are usually hidden and changing the power
imbalances in favour of the oppressed. More importantly, it is about unfolding a change
towards progressive emancipation.

This workshop is an introduction to the FPAR methodology building on the project “From
Southeast Asia to Europe: Strengthening migrant and trafficked women’s rights to inclusive
re/integration”. The project’s main objective is to facilitate the advocacy for rights-affirming
measures. We are concerned with labour migration policies relating to the socio-economic
inclusion of migrant and trafficked women workers on the SEA - Europe corridor.

By using the example of the findings about the SEA - Europe corridor, the task is to enable
civil society to understand better the nexus between migration, trafficking and labour rights.
By amplifying a feminist analysis of labour migration, trafficking, and re/integration, we
endeavoured to distill - from women’s stories and voices - messages to stakeholders who are
in a position to change these regimes.

Key to advocacy as part of an FPAR, and of this particular research, is bridging movements
and building alliances as we go along. The workshop is therefore also an FPAR within the
FPAR which aims to strengthen the bonds between the feminist, the women’s, the workers’
and the migrants’ movements as they are present within the Transnational Meeting in Sofia.

It
is a space of organization, communication and
encounter where different figures of labour can
think together about how to develop a common
vision, how to support common claims capable
of being instruments of emancipation and how
to build the conditions of possibility of the
transnational social strike.

Essential Autonomous Struggles Transnational
(E.A.8.T.): E.A.S.T. is a network composed mostly

of women, LGBTQJA+ people, migrants, workers
and activists born out of the struggles on social
reproduction triggered by the pandemic crisis of
Covid-19. E.A.8.T,, as the acronym suggests, has
Eastern and Central Europe as its main focus

but looks at this specific space as a part of a
transnational field of struggle. During the pandemic
we have launched the essential strike on March 8th
to contest that nurses, cleaners, teachers, grocery
store workers, logistic and seasonal workers, paid
and unpaid domestic workers and caregivers,
mostly women and migrants, keep society afloat
but their work is devalued and underpaid. We

also mobilized against Turkey’s withdrawal from
the Istanbul convention and against the war

in Ukraine. The network wants to ignite new
struggles and strikes against exploitation, male
violence and institutional racism by connecting
existing struggles and building a common space

of organization which overcomes the local and
national isolation and fragmentation of single social
and labor initiatives.

After
Putin’s invasion of Ukraine, we started gathering
monthly to confront the war by taking side with
people trying to survive in Ukraine and Russia;
with people suffering the effects of the war far
beyond the affected regions; with people bearing
the weight of economic sanctions; with refugees
who are escaping from this or any other war
seeking for a better life; with workers fighting
against exploitation and against the attempt

to use this war to implement harsher working
conditions; with women and LGBTQ: people
claiming freedom against patriarchal attacks. We
made last 1st of May a day of strike against the war,
and for a transnational politics of peace. We also
published a political Manifesto against the war

as we think it brutally reminds us the urgency to
practice a transnational politics for a better life
against today’s society that reproduces violence,
exploitation, and environmental degradation.
